· This will be very quick.

· I’m Eileen Hogan and I am a professor at the UAL, but tonight I’m speaking in my role as a trustee of the Rootstein Hopkins Foundation and I would like to thank the previous speakers very much.
· John has mentioned that we expect to announce the person who will give the next Jocelyn Herbert lecture shortly. In fact I’ve just had confirmation that we can announce the speaker’s name if not the exact date at this stage.  

· The next lecture will be given by the internationally renowned German director Walter Asmus, who – like Jocelyn - worked many times with Samuel Beckett and last year directed Footfalls and Rockaby at the Royal Court. 

· The lecture date – probably in Mayor June - will be confirmed as soon as we know it, on the Jocelyn Herbert website, which will also give you details about future research and, in case you have any research proposals, also provides my email address. 
· Those of you with students, please alert them to the website.
· When Jocelyn’s archive was at Wimbledon we digitised a huge reel of film, which turned out to be various versions – rehearsal, performance and edited screened programme – of the 1966 benefit performance and gala, put on to celebrate George Devine’s memory, after his death.  
· The proceeds of that evening went to fund The George Devine Award, an award which remains hugely important and prestigious to this day, providing crucial support and encouragement for playwrights. 
· It’s wonderful to have Lois Sieff with us tonight – especially as it's her birthday - as it was Lois who raised a great deal of the proceeds earned by the benefit performance, by selling tickets at charitably high prices to members of the English Stage Society and other supporters.
· Lois’ energy, generosity and intelligence were a crucial element in keeping the English Stage Company afloat and we all owe her a great debt of gratitude.
· Fittingly, the benefit performance took place at what was then the National Theatre’s base, the Old Vic, just across from this building.   Among the actors were John Osborne, Nicol Williamson, Alec Guinness, Jill Bennett and Lynn Redgrave.   
· In a few minutes if you want, you will be able to see the whole film on the television at the side of this room, but now we’re going to play just a few minutes from Arnold Wesker’s The Kitchen.  
· The play had its world premiere as a Sunday Night performance at the Court in 1959, and was given its first full production there in 1961, in both cases designed by Jocelyn.  
· Among the people you might recognise in the recreation of the scene on the stage of the Old Vic in 1967 are Sybil Thorndike, Robert Stephens, Rita Tushingham, Vanessa Redgrave and Laurence Olivier.  
· A kitchen like no other.
